Following vote on the motion was recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and
McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the motion passed by a 5-0 vote.

It was moved by Clippinger, seconded by Gauldin that the second reading for Resolution 07-
2011 was tabled and we need to remove it from the table. Following vote on the motion was
recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the
motion passed by a 5-0 vote. It was moved by Gauldin, seconded by Dalvi to approve the agenda
as amended. Following vote on the motion was recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren,
Gauldin and McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the motion passed by a 5-0 vote.

Solicitor

Brian Zets said he worked on some general issues regardin%the storm sewer easements. He said
that Darryl Sanders sent an email to the Mayor on April 16" quote - that he was going to file a
claim in the courts in a matter of days based upon, quote - posting a never ending list of excuses
by the insurance company, so you can take that for what it’s worth and Brian said he forwarded
this to Jan Lowman our insurance adjuster.

Brian said he continued to work with Yvonne on the impact fee issue and also a follow up to
what he mentioned last meeting. He met with Mike Woytek and his attorneys on the property
across from the municipal building and they brought a big map and they had certain issues in
addition to just the storm sewer line that runs across their property. There are some other issues
about other utilities or something that may be on the corner of their property. Brian said he wants
to meet with Ed regarding these issues.

Village Administrator Report

Mayor Monahan read a report from Ed Swanson as he was not able to attend the meeting.

The sewer project is progressing slowly because of the rain. | have had several conversations in
the past two weeks with CPS and Storts Excavating about various aspects of the progress with
the project. We had to again make a change to the location of the outlets to the river as one
resident backed out of the commitment that led us to an easement. I had several phone
discussions with another resident and acquired another easement which will work well. Cost
should be relatively unchanged. | sent Mark Cameron to meet with the resident to verify what we



needed and why and to make sure there was no misunderstandings. Mark assured me that
everything was a go. The basic latest change is to simply move north along Shawnee Trial about
100 feet to another existing catch basin which also drains into the river. Additionally, some of
the water will flow through the already existing 12” pipe between the Jenkins and Lee properties.
Both of these pipes combined give us enough flow capacity to accommodate our drainage needs.
The project will require 2 -3 weeks of work to fully complete barring rain. The contractor wants
this done as much as we do as he has other work elsewhere.

I received a call from Charlie Callender concerning the renewal of John Kincaid’s contract.
John’s contract calls for an increase of $6.00 per month. I fully endorse John. He does a fantastic
job. Please retain John.

Road assessment and bidding of blacktop is a top priority. We still have plenty of time to
accomplish all that is necessary. However, if the Service Committee members wish to establish
their list of needed work that would be helpful. Either way we will be ok. | recommend we
concentrate on overlays of blacktop vs. full depth reclamation.

I have kept in contact with Mark K regularly about his responsibilities including code
enforcement, sewer inspections and maintenance.

| recently reviewed several emails and | want to clarify one in particular. The playground
equipment does need some repair and/or replacement. We have removed some items this past
year. | am in favor of this. However, our insurance carrier is NOT concerned about it as it relates
to their liability on our policy. We are compliant or I would have addressed the issue
immediately.

The purpose of this email it to update you on the status of my ankle surgery on 04/05/11 and
return to full duties.

Originally supposed to be a micro-surgery incision of 1-1/2" it became a more complex surgery
requiring a 6" incision.

Police Chief Report

Sergeant Ekleberry gave the report for the Chief as he is in the process of moving into a new
home. Sergeant Ekleberry said that he wanted to touch base about the two resolutions up for
readings tonight, Resolution 08-2011 and 09-2011. He said that when Sergeant Venrick left the
Police Department he was working 36 paid hours per week. Those have been temporarily
assigned to Officer Baron turning 32 hours and Sergeant Ekleberry volunteered to work the other
4 hours to offset the 36 paid hours that Venrick worked. The Resolutions for tonight allow for
Officer Baron to take over the 32 hours officially and the other one is to add 4 hours to Sergeant
Ekleberry’s already approved 24 hours per week. The other clause in the resolutions make
mention that he and Officer Baron can cover up to 36 hours per week in case either one of them



are absent from work, then they can cover each other’s hours. Sergeant Ekleberry said the Police
Department continued to work with the Safety Committee on some of the ordinance reviews and
he actually reviewed some of those himself, and they printed them off to see if there were some
more severe sanctions in force, seatbelt versus instances and that should be presented shortly to
include maybe this issue of texting that they have been working on. He said they plan to have a
mandatory department meeting on the 7™ of May to sit down and make sure we have the staff
available for the Memorial Tournament, we are kind of short staffed with two people leaving and
we want to make sure we have all of our ducks in a row to handle all of the events that are
planned for that week. We have the Zoo project this Friday. Council member Clippinger, myself,
the Chief, and Mr. Bluebaugh who is the director of security at the zoo are going to sit down to
see what we can do for each other as far as neighbors across the river so we have a better
understating of what job functions they have, if they have an issue that goes on and we respond
to assist them where do we go to, who do we coordinate with and some other things that we think
should have been established a while back, we are getting there.

A couple of projects that Officer Baron has initiated, he is working on the Click It or Ticket
initiative which is the seatbelt law and they are going to do a seatbelt and OVI checkpoints. They
are going to initiate something a week before the tournament to work with the public and the
State Patrol and have some checkpoints and maybe enforce things a little more effectively and
more public relations, things like that. The Delaware County computer system, which has been
an ongoing issue, we are going to stay with this system as we think it is a better checks and
balance system to track things and keep track of our officers. With that, we had some concerns
about the NCI through the Leads features that we had to do the queries on, run license plates and
things like that. They assured us that they have a whole new system as far as the new improved
interface for that and there is a county wide meeting on May 10™. The Chief and Officer Baron
are going to attend.

Mayor Monahan informed Council the CVS will not be donating a defibrillator this year and
Walgreens has already said no so he would like for Officer Burnes to bring back information on
these to Safety and Finance with a proposal to purchase one this year. Sergeant Ekleberry said he
has spoken informally with the Chief at Concord Township Fire as well as the Captain there and
the training for the defibrillator, they said they want all our guys to be AD/CPR Certified and
those that do not have it they will do it for free.

Committee Reports

Councilmember McVan said that the Utilities Committee met and they discussed John Kincaid’s
contract and they talked to Ed and Ed recommended that they move forward with approving this
and the Committee agreed with Ed’s recommendation.

Council member Dalvi said that the Digital Committee met and they have completed the RFI
document for the website and he will be sending it out to five parties this week and it is also
posted on the Ohio Municipal League classified ad website. Our objective is to have a new
website before the end of this year.

Council member Clippinger said that Finance met and discussed the following:

Committee went over language for the Kirkersville’s Right of Way Ordinance. We would like
the Village of Shawnee Hills to mirror this language and we will work with our Solicitor to insert
language for our Village. We are hoping that the updated Right of Way language will be
presented to council in late May or early June.

The Committee discussed the funding of Street lights and new street signs for Dublin Rd. We
asked for a preliminary price on street lights and the wiring costs and costs of new street signs
and poles for our next Finance meeting.

We also went over the Reappropriations request that is on tonight’s agenda.

Council member Clippinger said that the Comprehensive Plan Review committee met and
discussed the following:

The Committee approved the survey that is to be sent out. We decided to send the Part 1 survey
to all residents via a spring newsletter which is to be mailed by the end of April. Results will
need to be returned by May 18". Residents may return the survey to the Village Office or if they
want to remain anonymous they can drop the survey off at the sewer payment mailbox or the
mailbox located on the outside of the Village Municipal building at 40 W. Reindeer.

The Committee also approved the Introduction Chapter 1 which gives the History of Shawnee
Hills and Population Summary.

Second Reading- Resolution 07-2011 — A Resolution to authorize the Administrator to enter into
a contract with Kincaid Wastewater Services, Inc as the operator of the Sanitary Sewer Pump
Station for the Village of Shawnee Hills, Ohio

First Reading — Resolution 08-2011 — Sponsored by Mayor Monahan and the Safety Committee
—A Resolution confirming the Mayor’s Appointment to hire Russell Baron as a part time Police
Officer for the Village of Shawnee hills, Ohio and declaring an emergency. Brian Zets said the
wording is not correct in this resolution. He said Section 1 and Section 2 conflict with each other
so it was moved by Gauldin, seconded by Dalvi that Section 1 be amended to read: Council for
the Village of Shawnee Hills confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Russell Baron as a part time
Police Officer at a rate of $14.00 per hour not to exceed a 32 hour regularly scheduled work
week and Section 2 should be amended to read: That Russell Baron is authorized to work up to
an additional 4 hours per week to cover any absence in the part time positions. These additional
hours shall be authorized by the Chief of Police as necessary. Following vote on the motion was
recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the
motion passed by a 5-0 vote. It was moved by Garren, seconded by Dalvi that the rule requiring
readings on three separate days be suspended and this resolution shall pass on its first reading.
Following vote on the motion was recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and
McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the motion passed by a 5-0 vote. It was moved by Clippinger,
seconded by McVan to pass Resolution 08-2011 as amended.

Brian said the wording was
incorrect in this resolution also so it was moved by Gauldin, seconded by Garren that Section 1
be amended to read: That the amount of hours per week worked by Todd Ekleberry be increased
to 28 regularly scheduled hours and Section 2 should be amended to read: That Todd Ekleberry
is authorized to work up to an additional 8 hours per week to cover any absence in the part time
positions. These additional hours shall be authorized by the Chief of Police as necessary.
Following vote on the motion was recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and
McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the motion passed by a 5-0 vote. It was moved by Garren,
seconded by McVan that the rule requiring readings on three separate days be suspended and this
resolution shall pass on its first reading. Following vote on the motion was recorded: yea, 5;
Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the motion passed by
a 5-0 vote. It was moved by Garren, seconded by Clippinger to pass Resolution 09-2011.
Following vote on the motion was recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and
McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared Resolution 09-2011 passed by a 5-0 vote.

First Reading- Resolution 10-2011 — A Resolution to increase the rate of pay for Erin Cullen,
Police Officer for the Village of Shawnee Hills, Ohio.

First Reading — Resolution 11-2011 — A Resolution authorizing and directing the Village
Administrator and the Chief of Police to execute a Mutual Aid Agreement and declaring an
emergency. Officer Ekleberry said that the Delaware County Criminal Justice Association has
contacted all the law enforcement agencies in Delaware County as well as the City of Columbus
since we have rivers and parks that are in the City of Columbus. For the last month or almost two
months now there have been meetings and there’s a mutual aid agreement among those agencies
that, hey we need manpower to cover special detail here or an emergency coverage here that
authorize any agency within the agreement to go to Delaware or to go to Powell to assist them
and it gives us authority under their scope to be able to work in their jurisdiction and it allows us
to have misdemeanor arrest powers and this agreement gives us that. He said everyone wants to
get on board with this and there is a deadline to get this thing signed and to move forward with
this agreement. Council member Garren asked why is there a deadline, it just seems to have
come up all of a sudden. Shirley said once everyone gets this done they are going to come
around and get everyone’s signature in one day and they do not want to drag this out too long.
Shirley said the Chief said it is fine if this is not passed tonight and he will be at the next Council
meeting to answer any questions but he does not want it to go to a third reading and then it will
not be effective for another 30 days and he does not want to hold this process up. Council
member Dalvi asked what defines an emergency. Sergeant Ekleberry said it will be up to the
Officer in charge in that jurisdiction if there is an emergency. Council member Dalvi said he just
wants a clarification of what is an emergency and what is an obligation. Mayor Monahan asked
what is the liability and asked Brian if he reviewed this. Brian said he did and the Chief
mentioned this during his last report. Brian said it is your basic mutual aid agreement and he
can’t give us a point by point of all liability but it is fine. Council member Dalvi said he did not
see any definition of an emergency. Brian said it is an emergency under Ohio Revised Code if
you are responding to an emergency. He said it does not mean hey | have someone stopped here,
why don’t you come and see what I am doing. It is we need extra manpower, extra officers



please respond. Council member Clippinger said she believes she read that it is up to the Chief of
Police to make that decision because we would not want to leave our community without
coverage if there was an emergency in another community. Council member Garren said it says
the highest ranking officer on duty. Mayor Monahan said he thinks if we ask those questions at
the next meeting they will get answered. Council member Gauldin said there is one other
question here that he would like to ask and that is how does the Village Administrator play into
this? He understands in general how the Police Chief plays into this but he would like to better
understand how the Administrator plays into this. What powers does Ed have to oversee this
agreement? Brian said that Ed has the power to sign all contracts. Technically the Chief of Police
signature did not have to be on this contract. We added him because he is the Chief of Police.
Technically Ed has to sign all contracts. Council member Clippinger said she will not be at the
next meeting but she wants to make sure that we are not incurring any overtime charges

First Reading — Ordinance 09-2011 — Sponsored by the Finance Committee — An Ordinance to
reappropriate funds for current expenses and other expenditures of the Village of Shawnee Hills,
State of Ohio, during the fiscal year ending December 31, 2011 and declaring an emergency.
Shirley said she was reviewing the budget and realized that she did not budget enough for
Mark’s health care expense. It was moved by Gauldin, seconded by Dalvi that the rule requiring
readings on three separate days be suspended and this ordinance shall pass on its first reading.
Following vote on the motion was recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and
McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the motion passed by a 5-0 vote. It was moved by Clippinger,
seconded by Gauldin to pass Ordinance 09-2011. Following vote on the motion was recorded:
yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared Ordinance 09-
2011 passed by a 5-0 vote.

Bills

Council member Clippinger asked why we had to buy so many patches at $638.75 and she wants
to see those patches. Why did we have to get 175 of them? Shirley said that was a minimum
order. Todd said that is correct and they threw in some extras. Todd said there have been some
complaints and issues about the current patches we have and they cannot be identified as Police
patches. Council member Gauldin said he knew we had to replace one computer for the Police
department but he sees another two computers and service agreements. Todd said the Federal
Grant they were expecting in February did not come through for us and the one computer quit
working and the Chief had found some refurbished computers at MicroCenter and they got three
of them for the cost of one computer and just redid them all. They put new software on them and
new guardian system on them so that we could monitor some issues that we have had. Council
member Dalvi said we need to review that. What’s been purchased? He said what if it dies on
you; who reviews what kind of computer that we are buying. Shirley said she gets a new one
every two years from the State. Mayor Monahan said he thinks we should keep a technology
committee running at all times anyway. Shirley said the Sean knows computers. Council member
Dalvi said we should at least have some specs on what we are buying. Mayor Monahan said that
Sean is pretty astute in that sense but to his point he thinks if we keep the technology/digital
committee running and when that happens it may be a matter of having a quicker meeting so we
don’t wait. Council member Dalvi said the only reason he is saying this is that he has had issues
with MicroCenter and refurbished computers. Councilmember Clippinger asked if we could use
the computer fund to buy Joyce a new computer and recycle her old one down the line. Shirley



said we can only buy her one a year. Council member Dalvi said he just wants us to be consistent
in what we are buying. Council member McVan asked about the Germain Ford invoice of over
$200.00 to replace a blown fuse. Sergeant Ekleberry said it wasn’t just a blown fuse. He said we
were losing taillights and brake lights and they just kept on replacing those fuses and they kept
on blowing so it had to be taken in and they had to trace back the whole electrical system.

It was moved by Gauldin, seconded by McVan to pay the bills in the amount of $53,818.36.
Following vote on the motion was recorded: yea, 5; Clippinger, Dalvi, Garren, Gauldin and
McVan. Nay, none. Chair declared the motion passed by a 5-0 vote.

Treasurer’s Report

It was moved by Clippinger, seconded by McVan to approve the following treasurer’s report:
General Fund 151,093.50, Street Fund 70,822.85, State Highway Fund 4,782.35, Enforcement
and Education Fund 2,060.00, Computer Fund 8,385.67, Fire Fund 117,213.75, Weed Fund

Council member Clippinger asked if they wanted to pick a date for the picnic. Mayor Monahan
suggested July 17. Council agreed with that date.

There being no further business, it was moved by Clippinger, seconded by Gauldin to adjourn
until May 7, 2011.
